The Complainant submits this complaint to the Court and states that there is probable cause to believe
Defendant committed the following offense(s):

On or about July 21, 2016, in the County of Blue Earth, said Defendant, Sharod Khari Antonio Thomas did

unlawfully sell one or more mixtures containing marijuana or Tetrahydrocannabinols, except a small
amount of marijuana for no remuneration.



STATEMENT OF PROBABLE CAUSE

On July 21, 2016, at 8:35 a.m., Officer Jamie Eggersdorfer, with the Mankato Department of Public Safety,
assisted Blue Earth County Probation Agents with a visit with their client, Sharood Thomas. During the
course of the visit, Thomas was taken into custody for violating probationary requirements.

Officers met with Thomas because he had been observed on social media with firearms in his possession
or near him which is a violation of his probation. Officers were requested for safety concerns as well as to
identify if any of the firearms were real.

Probation agents were invited into the residence and Thomas was explained that officers would
accompany them out of safety concerns. Thomas was cooperative with probation and officers on the scene
and denied possessing any firearms. Thomas noted that he makes or is in music videos and he has
'props' that he uses, and one was a BB gun.

Probation agents determined where the BB gun was by Thomas' direction, and they collected it. Officer
Eggersdorfer was provided the BB handgun and verified it was a BB gun; at which point, he made it safe
by clearing the weapon and placing it on top of the refrigerator in the kitchen area. While in the kitchen area
Officer Eggersdorfer observed a scale in plain view with what appeared to be a green leafy vegetable-like
substance on and near the scale.

Officer Eggersdorfer informed agents of his finding, and they inquired with Thomas about it. The vegetable-
like substance appeared to be marijuana, and Thomas confirmed it as such. Probation agents collected a
scale during their search.

During the remainder of the search various items were located and discovered by the probation agents.
Officer Eggersdorfer observed a grinder. Agents recovered an electronic scale commonly used with
narcotics, the metal grinder, yellow and green glass pipe, and 16 individual clear plastic baggies
containing a green leafy vegetable substance that field tested positive for marijuana. The total weight was
50 grams.

Thomas was handcuffed and taken into custody. He was transported to the Blue Earth County Jail.
